2. FINDING JOURNAL ARTICLES:  In order to find journal articles you will need to use an online database.  These are listed on the library’s web page at www.sjlibrary.org under the heading, Articles and Databases.  

3. Using the topic above, list some key terms which describe your topic.  For example if you are looking for articles on family violence or child abuse, you could use headings such as domestic violence or abuse.  ______________________________________________________________________________________

4. Search the Academic Search Premier, JSTOR or the Social Services Abstracts database using the key terms you listed above.  You can use the word “and” to connect two or more concepts such as: domestic violence and child, or domestic violence and children. This will help narrow and focus your results. 

5. Limit your search to scholarly articles, by clicking on the button which says, peer reviewed or scholarly.

6. Limit your search to full text articles by clicking on the button which says, Full Text.  This may limit your results and you may want/need to return to the list of references which are not available full text (but which you may be able to locate in the library’s print journal collection on the Lower Level) to find additional articles on your subject.

7. Read through the list of journal references you obtain with your search and choose the ones that are most relevant to your topic.  Mark them by clicking on the box next to each item.

8. Click on the blue highlighted title or text icon to see the entire text of the article.

9. Click on the email button and fill out your email address to email the article(s) to your email account.  Make sure you check the full text box so that you will receive the entire text of the article in your email. You can go into your email account and use your own printer to make print copies of the articles. If you use the printers available in the library the charge is more than outside print shop.
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
